Old Testament Reading Exodus 16:12-24, 31, 35

“l have heard the grumbling of the people of Israel. Say to them, ‘At twilight you
shall eat meat, and in the morning you shall be filled with bread. Then you shall know
that | am the LORD your God.”

In the evening quail came up and covered the camp, and in the morning dew lay
around the camp. And when the dew had gone up, there was on the face of the
wilderness a fine, flake-like thing, fine as frost on the ground. When the people of
Israel saw it, they said to one another, “What is it?” For they did not know what it was.
And Moses said to them, “It is the bread that the LORD has given you to eat. This is
what the LORD has commanded: ‘Gather of it, each one of you, as much as he can eat.
You shall each take an omer, according to the number of the persons that each of
you has in his tent.”” And the people of Israel did so. They gathered, some more,
some less. But when they measured it with an omer, whoever gathered much had
nothing left over, and whoever gathered little had no lack. Each of them gathered as
much as he could eat. And Moses said to them, “Let no one leave any of it over till
the morning.” But they did not listen to Moses. Some left part of it till the morning,
and it bred worms and stank. And Moses was angry with them. Morning by morning
they gathered it, each as much as he could eat; but when the sun grew hot, it melted.

On the sixth day they gathered twice as much bread, two omers each. And when all
the leaders of the congregation came and told Moses, he said to them, “This is what
the LORD has commanded: ‘Tomorrow is a day of solemn rest, a holy Sabbath to the
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LORD; bake what you will bake and boil what you will boil, and all that is left over lay
aside to be kept till the morning.” So they laid it aside till the morning, as Moses
commanded them, and it did not stink, and there were no worms in it.

Now the house of Israel called its name manna. It was like coriander seed, white,
and the taste of it was like wafers made with honey.

The people of Israel ate the manna forty years, till they came to a habitable land.
They ate the manna till they came to the border of the land of Canaan.

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Holy Gospel John 2:1-12

On the third day there was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus
was there. Jesus also was invited to the wedding with his disciples. When the wine ran
out, the mother of Jesus said to him, “They have no wine.” And Jesus said to her,
“Woman, what does this have to do with me? My hour has not yet come.” His mother
said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.”

Now there were six stone water jars there for the Jewish rites of purification, each
holding twenty or thirty gallons. Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water.”
And they filled them up to the brim. And he said to them, “Now draw some out and
take it to the master of the feast.” So they took it. When the master of the feast
tasted the water now become wine, and did not know where it came from (though
the servants who had drawn the water knew), the master of the feast called the
bridegroom and said to him, “Everyone serves the good wine first, and when people
have drunk freely, then the poor wine. But you have kept the good wine until now.”
This, the first of his signs, Jesus did at Cana in Galilee, and manifested his glory. And
his disciples believed in him.

After this he went down to Capernaum, with his mother and his brothers and his
disciples, and they stayed there for a few days.
